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READY RESPECTFUL SAFE
WALKING HOME RULES

PARENTS/CARERS WILL

Plan a direct route home for their
child, avoiding any shortcuts or
parks.

Share with their child the
importance of  safe and
responsible behaviours when
walking home.

Insist that their child walks
directly home when wearing
school uniform.

Ensure that their child does not
accompany younger siblings
home. Children below Year 5 are
not allowed to walk home and
must be collected by a known
adult.

Inform the school if there is a
change in their child’s
arrangements.

Support the school in keeping
children safe.

Discuss a plan with your child
if they feel unsafe or things go
wrong as they walk to and from
school.

PLEASE NOTE:

If your child attends an after-school
club, they must be collected from
school as they will not be allowed to
walk home.

THE SCHOOL WILL:

Provide regular reminders to the
children about safe walking to and from
school.
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Support the children in knowing the
strategies to use if they feel unsafe at any
point.

Discuss with individuals or
groups if they have any
concerns.

Investigate any reports of
disrespectful or unsafe
behaviour.

Work closely with families when
necessary to support walking to
and from school behaviours.

If your child breaks the
rules walking to or from
school, please note the
consequences below

SUPPORT/CONSEQUENCES

If rules are not followed ONCE:

Parent/carer will be asked to
meet with Mrs Fenton to
discuss how walking home
behaviours can be supported

If the rules are not followed
TWICE:

Parent/carer will be asked to
drop and collect their child for
up to 4 weeks.

If the rules are not followed
THREE times:

Parent/carer will be asked to
drop and collect their child
for up to 6 weeks.
